WHAT WILL WE DO?

We’ll have fun and fellowship!  We eat together, and have several group activities in the evenings, but the day offers many possibilities.  We have time to golf, hike, rock on the beautiful porch overlooking the lake, go into Hendersonville for the Apple Festival, or whatever!  In addition, we plan:

· Check-in Friday with an Ice Cream social a 9PM

· Tekoa Kids – crafts, games and recreation for toddlers through 5th Grade.

· Zip line, climbing tower and other activities daily – for all ages.

· Waterfront time daily – for swimming and special activities.

· Fishing for everyone, Tournament for kids

· Reflection time daily – no activity or noise allowed, to permit children of all ages to rest!

· “Saturday Nite” fun for the whole family.

· Volleyball, Kickball and Soccer  (all ages)

· Baby-sitting provided by the youth on Saturday and Sunday nights from 9PM – Midnight.

· Daily devotion time and a special Worship Service on Sunday morning.

· Sunday night campfire with stories, singing, s’mores at the campfire ending with a wonderful Communion service.

· Golf – early Saturday morning (register on form)

WILL ANYTHING ELSE BE REQUIRED?

We have a lot of fun together, but we all help out, too. This keeps our costs economical, plus everyone shares in the responsibilities in some way. A little work for a lot of enjoyment!

· Each adult (High School Grad+) helps with one meal (prepare, serve, clean up) under the direction of the meal coordinators.
· Each adult without children elementary age or younger assists on one Fellowship Team of your choice. SIGN–UP ON FORM.

· Parents of children, toddlers through 5th Grade, also assist during one Tekoa kids.  Just think, it’s only a 1 hour time commitment for 2 ½ hours of free baby-sitting! Tekoa Kids is designed to give parents a break from the children and the children time to have fun with other adults and friends.  Young children enjoy stories, games and crafts.  Older children enjoy the recreational activities of the camp and fishing.
· Each youth (6th – 12th Grade) will help with baby sitting responsibilities (either Saturday or Sunday night from 9PM – 11:30 PM)
· Everyone helps on Monday morning as we clean our own cabins and a small assigned area of the campground.
· Sweets/Snacks. . . YOU provide our snacks and desserts for the weekend! Anything like cookies, cakes, brownies or any other item that you enjoy to eat.

  FELLOWSHIP TEAMS 

Team Coordinators are needed for the following committees: Group Building, Devotions, Worship, Sa.t Nite Live, Campfire, Meal Coordinators. The following is a description of the responsibilities of each team, and you mark your choices on the Registration Form enclosed.

Group Building – Find  ways for newcomers and Tekoa veterans to get to know each other better and enjoy Christian Fellowship.

Devotions – Plan a short devotion for Saturday and Monday morning, before or shortly after breakfast.

Worship – The entire weekend in itself is meant to be a worship experience, and so formal times of worship are kept simple. Plan a relaxed and meaningful Sunday morning worship service.

Recreation – Give those energetic youth and adults something more to do during open times other than rock on the porch (volleyball, kickball, hikes, . . .)

Saturday Nite Live – Involve everyone in a Fellowship time of fun!

Sunday Night Campfire – What will we do as we watch the flames of our campfire? Listen to stories, sing or share what’s on our hearts? Also planning and coordinating communion for Sunday night.

Tekoa Kids – Team will plan crafts and activities. Infants and preschoolers will enjoy stories and simple crafts.  Elementary children generally divide into groups and go to the ropes course, climbing tower, zipline, hiking, fishing, boating and crafts.  Remember, parents of toddlers through Grade 5 children will assist during one Tekoa Kids during the weekend, but we need help planning, too.
Meal Coordinators – Assist in planning the menu.  Direct campers assigned for one meal in food preparations, serving, and clean – up.
