people who walk by faith, not
by sight. Like the disciples
on the road to Emmaus, we
often find ourselves searching
for direction, especially in
moments of disappointment,
uncertainty, or loss. Yet the
Resurrection reminds us
that even when we cannot
see clearly, God is still at
work, guiding, restoring, and
reviving our hearts. The two
travelers on that road were
discouraged and confused,
believing their hopes had
been lost.
